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What is Plan First?
Plan First is Virginia’s limited benefit family planning insurance program that pays for birth control
and family planning services for women and men who do not qualify for a full-benefit Medicaid
program. Plan First is a limited coverage program and not considered full coverage Medicaid.

When you enroll in Plan First, you will receive a green and white
plastic Plan First ID card in the mail that will have your name and
ID number printed on it. You must show this card to the doctor or

clinic when you go for your family planning visits. FRst
What Does Plan First Cover?
Plan First covers: _ oom CARD# )

e Yearly physical exams for family planning (birth control)
purposes, including PAP test (if appropriate), Sexually Transmitted Infection (STI) testing;

e Family planning education & counseling;

e Birth control methods provided by a doctor or obtained with a prescription such as contraceptive
implants, ring, patch, IUDs, birth control pills, diaphragms, Depo Provera, and condoms;

e Sterilization (tubal ligations, Essure and vasectomies), if that is your choice; and

¢ Non-Emergency transportation to family planning services.
*[UDs, implants and Depo Provera must be provided by the doctor.

What Services are Not Covered?
Plan First does not pay for:

e Exams for women/men who no longer need or want pregnancy prevention services
e Treatment for medical problems, including STIs or other reproductive health problems
e Repeat Pap tests due to a problem or Pap tests for women who do not need birth control
e Pharmacy, except for family planning purposes as noted above
e Vaccinations
e Hysterectomies
e Mammograms
¢ Infertility treatments
e Abortions
e Emergency transportation -- ground or air ambulance
